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In the top left photo, note 
the placement of the cleat 
on the dock. This allows 
you to pull the boat back 
far enough to keep the 
front of the boat clear of 
the dock. You could also 
use the post at the end of 
the dock to pull the boat 
back using the loop in the 
right photo but note that 
wear will damage your 
rope on the corners.

Having pads attached to 
the dock helps to keep the 
boat clear of the dock on 
the front and the sides. 
Using bumpers alone 
(bottom right picture) can 
also work but these only 
work as long as they are 
sized correctly and 
adjusted regularly for the 
changes in water level.

Dock Care and Maintenance
We continue to see damage being done to the docks. Be sure to monitor water 
levels and boat ties.  Improperly secured boats do damage to the docks and also 
damage to boats.  Our water level goes up and down based on rain amounts and 
activity at the power plant so monitoring the water level is something that needs to 
be done on a regular basis.  If you cannot do this on your own, check with a 
neighbor or contact the board for help.
